We understand that sometimes children are unwell 
and that they are best off at home. If this is the 
case, please contact school in the morning to let us 
know.  
 
If your child has long term medical conditions 
which may stop them from having good  
attendance, please let us know. We will do what we 
can to help.  
 
If you are struggling to get to school on time, 
please come and talk to us and we may be able to 
help.  
 
Please note, a holiday taken in term time will, in 
most cases, result in a fine. School work will not be 
provided.
